About Plus/Extra:
Plus/Extra is an upgraded word processor and bugfixed database manager for the Commodore Plus/4 or a 64K-expanded C16/C116. There is no upgraded spreadsheet included. A disk drive is required for the database manager and some word processor functions. Only serial port printers are supported (1525/MPS801,  1526/MPS802, and compatiable).

Plus/Extra is ©1985 David W. Johnson and Tri-Micro Incorporated of Santa Ana, California, USA. Plus/Extra is not supported by Commodore Electronics, Limited.

Loading Plus/Extra:

1. Turn on your computer, monitor, and disk drive.

2. Insert the Plus/Extra diskette into the disk drive.

3. Type DLOAD"*" and press RETURN.

4. Type RUN and press RETURN.

5. You will see the following menu on your screen:

9. Exit Plus/Extra

Select your option and press RETURN. There is no prompt that the file is loading, so watch your disk drive activity light to be sure your keypress was acted upon.

Using the Expanded Word Processor:

A help screen is built into the word processor! Press the Commodore key (C=) and H at the same time to see the help screens.

The help screens refer to the Commodore key as the 'logo' key. Wherever you see the the 'logo' key, press the Commodore key (C=) at the bottom left of your keyboard.

A summary of the expanded word processor commands:

C= C - Command Mode (see next group)

C= H - Help Mode

F2 - Tab right 41 spaces (to the right half of printed page)

F1 -  Tab left to beginning of line (to the left half of printed page)

C= @ - Untrunctuate

C= Q - Repeat last key

<- (left arrow) - Tab

CLEAR/HOME - Top of document

CONTROL <- (left arrow) - Set Tab Stop

RETURN - Trunctuate line (set end of paragraph)

SHIFT RETURN - Shift left

INSERT / DELETE - Insert or Delete at the current position

CURSOR KEYS (up, down, left, right) - cursor movement

Word Processor Command Mode Commands: (C= C)

sr - Search

cb - Copy to buffer

ib - Insert from buffer at current cursor position

re - Replace

il - Insert line

cp - Clear pointers

db - Delete buffer contents

*p - Immediately print current document to printer

dl - Delete line

sf - Save file to diskette

lf - Load file from diskette

id - Initialize diskette (force disk drive to re-read BAM)

df - Delete file from diskette

ca - Catalog diskette (list disk directory, nondestructive)

cm - Clear memory (start new document)

ct - Clear tabs

pr - Print file from diskette

ex - Exit word processor, after a request of confirm (same as pressing Reset key with built-in software)

co -  Switch system colors (default/new). New colors are: foreground=cyan, background=dark cyan; cursor=yellow, system messages=black. Command works as a flip, then you can use it also to return to standard colors.

mf -  Merge files

*v - Immediately preview current document to screen

pv - Preview file from diskette to screen

ep - End pointer

sp - Set pointer

cp - Clear pointer

ap - Auto pointers ON

op - Auto pointers OFF

Word Processor Print-Time Commands (Reverse video commands)

All reverse video commands are entered by pressing CONTROL-RVS ON, entering the command listed, then pressing CONTROL-RVS OFF.

'filename' indicates a diskette file name supplied by the user, enclosed in single quotation marks.

nn; indicates numeric value supplied by the user. All reverse video commands ending in a numeric value MUST end in a semicolon (;) for the system to recognize it.

lmarg nn; - set left page margin

rmarg nn; - set right page margin

pagelen nn; - set page length (lines per page before a form feed is issued)

papersize nn; - set total length of page (total lines that will fit on a page)

justify - turn on right justification

nojustify - turn off right justification

nextpage - issue a form feed to the printer

linkfile'name' - links a file to the current document at the position where this command is placed

pause - pauses printing at this position

other - declares use of a non-Commodore printer

pagepause - pauses printing at the end of each page

center - centers current line only

asc nn; - send this ASCII code to the printer.

[Link ASCII codes by asc nn;:asc nn;:asc nn;]

#page - turn page number printing on

no#page - turn page number printing off

set#pg nn; - set beginning page number

wrapon - Turn word wrap on

nowrap - Turn word wrap off

ls nn; - Line spacing

Database Manager Command Prompt Commands (C= C)

A help screen is built into the database manager! Press the Commodore key (C=) and H at the same time to see the help screens.

NEVER use a database diskette for any other purpose. Also, restrict databases to one per diskette. The database manager uses a non-standard diskette structure that can be corrupted if anything else is stored on the same diskette.

'filename' indicates a database file name supplied by the user, enclosed in single quotation marks.

nnn; indicates numeric value supplied by the user. All commands ending in a numeric value MUST end in a semicolon (;) for the system to recognize it.

C= C - Command Mode if you are not at a F> prompt
C= H - Help Mode

id - Initialize diskette (force disk drive to re-read BAM)

ca - Catalog diskette (list contents of diskette directory)

newtf - Define a new database

nr - Next record

rc nnn; - Display selected record number

ud nnn; - Update selected record number

tf - Select database on current diskette

rv nnn; - Review from current record to high-record as defined by highrc nnn;

ds nn; nn; nn; - Sort records by field, up to three fields can be used

resetlist - Restore to original record order

highrc nnn; - set highest record number to use

pi nn; - pick (select) records from file based on field nn;

sr - search for information in records on current diskette

transfer - transfers picked records to another database diskette

merge - add transferred records to the selected database diskette

delete 'filename' - remove selected database from diskette

format - format disk, same as HEADER command in BASIC

oldtf - use existing database format in memory to create new database

crunch - delete records from database with &&& as the first field

repeat - repeat records or fields

makekeyfield - define primary field to index records from

findkey - search for key field of this database

showkey - display key field of this database

loadkey - load key field of this database

setbam - fix diskette that has been subjected to COLLECT in BASIC
