Plus 4, vhat's the game like? How does it compare to other versions? Well read
on and find out!

Because of the lack of memory the game has been cut into only five screens (the
other versions have a large playing area which scrolls to reveal more of the
landscape). If you manage passed these then you arrive at the enemy fortress.
These screens can only be completed if you shoot the enemy with your machine gun
or blow them away with your grenades (unlike all the other versions which scroll
when you reach the top of the screen). You have an unlimited supply of bullets
but your grenades are in short supply.

As well as the number of boards being cut short, the sound and graphics have
been reduced so as to fit into the Cl16's limited memory. It is still pretty
playable though, but I do think that the great music, fancy graphic touches and
the high scoring entry table made this an above average game on the C64, so0
without these, the Cl6/Plus 4 version is somewhat handicapped.

If you have played commando on another machine then you will be disappointed at
this version. [ would have liked it if Elite had included a PLUS 4 version of
the game with the same amount of boards, decent sound, and that excellent high
score entry but I guess you can’'t have everything in life. Perhaps if this had
been a cheapie game it might have sold on its own but as it is, I am afraid it
is selling on the reputation of the other versions. You would be well advised to
stay away from this game and spend your money on 4 Mastertronic titles which
will keep you amused longer and provide more enjoyment.

After a certain amount
of time the day will draw to a close and daylight wuill make way for darkness, at
the end of each day, a fuel plane will appear and you must dock with this to
fill your fuel tanks, successful re-fueling will earn you a bonus shield. If
you don’t manage to dock and re—fuel then you won't make it to the next one, SO
it is very important, after a day or tuwo you will have destroyers and other
ships trying to blast you out of the skies.

Bandits at Zero looks very like an old C64 game called "Falcon Patrol®”, one of
my favourite C64 games, the graphics are good, scrolling is very smooth and the
music and sound effects are well above average.
